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. Abstract

Objectives/Goals
The objective of my project wasto find out if the gender of a person playsarolein hisor her color
preference between the colors blue, yellow, or red.

Methods/Materials
A questionnaire was prepared and distributed to 300 studentsin grades 2-5, 150 boys and 150 girls. It
asked which of the three color choices each student liked best, and if they were aboy or agirl. The
guestionnaires were then randomly seperated into three groups of 50 boys and 50 girls each, and the
results were tallied.

Results
In Experiment #1 and Experiment #2, both boys and girls chose the color blue most often, then red, then
yellow. In Experiment #3, the boys chose the color red most often, then blue, then yellow. Thegirls
continued the previous pattern of blue most often, then red, then yellow.

Conclusions/Discussion

boys and girls chose the color blue most often, then red, then yellow.
